Regular Meeting 
Hauser Lake Fire Station
October 1, 2024
The regular meeting of the Board of Directors of the Hauser Lake Water Association was called to order at 7:10 p.m. by Joe Wachter. Board members Don Evans, Mike Pauker, and Joe Wachter were present. Employees Terry Leigh, Kaitlyn Scarborough, and Jennifer Sims were present. Not present were James Lewis, Chet Wachsmuth, and Troy Manthey. Also present was Kyle Hogan. 
Minutes 
Mike motioned that the last meeting minutes for September be approved. Joe seconded, and all approved. 
Treasury Report/Bills  
a. Bills- All checks were signed by both Joe and Mike. 
b. Past Due Notices- Jenny discussed new policy is active and in place. 
c. Title Assessments- (3) Completed.
d. Printer Toner- Terry will order. 

e. RVS Bill cards- Katie let the Board know that bill cards were ordered for the year so to expect a bill in the next meeting.
f. Meter Reads- last read of the year in October. 
Joe motioned to accept the treasury report. Mike seconded0, all were approved.  
From the Floor
Kyle came to the Board to further discuss his water main line extension request that was denied by DEQ. The board told Kyle that their hands were tied also and they would reach out to DEQ as well to help get a resolution as to why the extension was denied and tabled till further notice. The board told Kyle that in the meantime he would need to wait and see if any new information could help the process along and see if DEQ may approve the line at a future date but that may take a few months to get all resolved.   
Operators Report
-Meter info on meter boxes: Terry reported that he was working with consolidated supply to return a recent order of new meter boxes to get ones that were more user-friendly, and not so heavy, and new ones would be purchased for stock. 
-Terry reported that the contractor replacing the line for Kootenai Electric on Hauser View Drive broke one of the water service lines from the mainline. The contractor worked with him to dig up the location and fix the break. Service was interrupted to the 10 downstream users on this line and the line flushed at the end when repairs were completed.  Hauser water purchased the materials needed and the contractor did labor under the direction of Terry. 

-Terry reported a service line on Wildwood Point got a pinhole leak in the galvanized piping. Terry hired an excavator and repairs were made next day on a Saturday morning, leaks were repaired without pressure loss. 

-Meter misread credit: Terry confirmed that a misread of account 275 Was made by Terry in June that caused a very large bill for August reads and that a credit for 900,000 gals should be given to account holder. 
Old Business- Action
1. Water Usage Rate Structure- to be continued.

2. ITD Reimbursement- still in progress.
3. Cross Connection Policy- To be completed by Don and Terry. 

4. RHL Reimbursements- Strata, Edwards Engineering, and/or contractors or others to be invoiced to Big Sky Development. Reimbursements have been invoiced. Kaitlyn will work with Big Sky to answer any questions regarding the invoice sent to them. Still in the works.  
5. By-Laws- Updates to election to be further discussed. 
6. Easements- Terry states that he has the electronic copies. Don requested more information regarding the easements. Mike volunteered to go to the shop to find easements. To be continued.

7. Don and Jenny to create RFQ for Burdette Loop. To be continued.

8. Lead and Copper Sampling- DEQ- Terry will work with Katie and Jenny to complete excel spreadsheet that DEQ is requesting. The information collected must be submitted by 10/15/24 to remain in compliance with DEQ. 

New Business- Action
1. Firetruck- Joe will call James and inquire about the firetruck that has been stored in the HLWA’s shop. 
2. Board Member Attendance- Mike motioned to send a formal letter to Board Member James Lewis regarding the lack of attendance. Joe seconded, all approved.  Mike will draft a letter to be sent. To be continued.
